Medieval Fair brought in thousands 
 

Hints of historic times returned to 

Paisley Abbey with crowds enjoy-

ing music, dance, re-enactments 

and a craft fair outside in the Ab-

bey Close while inside the abbey 

Hopscotch Theatre Company enter-

tained the children with numerous 

activities and for the older age 

groups there were the fascinating 

displays of the art of calligraphy 

and the work of a Mediæval 

apothecary.

The monks of Crossraguel had a bowl-

ing green in the first half of the 16th 

century. This inspired Loraine Murray 

of the Friends of Dundonald Castle to 

stage an imaginative bowling competi-

tion for primary school children in the 

village of Dundonald on Sunday, 16th 

May. Dundonald was the first castle of 

the Stewart dynasty, which was estab-

lished by a descendent of Walter Fitz 

Alan who founded Paisley Abbey in 

1163. King Robert III, who was born 

and died in Dundonald Castle, is bur-

ied in Paisley Abbey. He granted a 

charter to Crossraguel in 1404 giving 

the abbot powers of regality.

The Abbey may be the 

farthest from Cluny but it is very 

close to the people there and we 

look forward to welcoming visitors 

from Cluniac sites across Europe in 

the future.  
 

Participants in all events were self 

funded although public access to the 

Mediæval Fair and exhibitions  was 

free.  All costs were met through spon-

sorship and ticket sales with sufficient 

income being garnered to meet outlays.
